Return to Guilin, stopping to discover the 
colourful stalagmites and stalactites at Reed 
Flute Cave. Later, stroll around Ronghu Lake 
and admire the Sun and Moon pagodas – two 
towering examples of traditional Chinese 
Buddhist architecture.

Also visit the Xian Art Ceramics 
and Lacquer Workshop to see where the 
warriors are intricately recreated in the style 
of their ancient counterparts. Later, enjoy a 
leisurely stroll along the beautifully preserved 
14th-century city walls that encircle Xian’s 
old town, then stop at a local brewery for a 
refreshing beer tasting. 

DAY 7: MYSTICAL LHASA 
Fly to the city of Lhasa, the heart and soul 
of Tibet. This afternoon is at leisure to help 
acclimatise to the altitude. 

ITINERARY
DAYS 1-2: FLY OVERNIGHT TO BEIJING 
Fly overnight to Beijing, China’s historic 
capital. Depending on your time of arrival, 
the rest of the day is yours to start soaking 
up the local culture. 

DAY 3: IMPERIAL BEIJING

Wander around the Barkhor Circuit to see 
traditionally-dressed locals, stalls of religious 
trinkets and prostrating pilgrims.

DAY 9: POTALA PALACE 
The Potala Palace is an architectural wonder 
towering over the city from its seat on Marpo Ri 
(Red Mountain). The Potala, the former winter 
palace of the Dalai Lama, houses thousands of 
rooms filled with old treasures, from intricate 
shrines to beautiful frescoes. This afternoon, 
explore Norbulingka, the former summer 
residence of the Dalai Lama, set in parkland just 
outside the city. Visit a local Tibetan arts and 
crafts shop, before enjoying a traditional Tibetan 
dinner and dance performance in the evening. 

DAY 10: FLY TO CHENGDU 
Fly to Chengdu, the capital of Sichuan 
Province. This evening, there will be  
a delicious Sichuanese meal to savour. 

DAY 11: PANDAS 
Begin today with a visit to Chengdu’s 
Panda Conservation Base to see and learn 
about China’s celebrated icons up close in 
surroundings that mirror their natural habitat.

Gaze over the ranks of the Terracotta Warriors, 
each one unique, whilst your guide introduces 
you to these life-like soldiers’ fascinating story. 
Later, enjoy a walk along the ancient city wall 
and down the narrow and winding streets of the 
Muslim Quarter, then have dumplings for dinner. 

DAY 4: TRAIN TO LANZHOU 
Begin the day with a visit to the ancient City 
Wall Park and Sculptures of the Silk Road 
before boarding the bullet train to Lanzhou.

DAY 5: EXPLORE LANZHOU 
Take a walk along the Yellow River before 
heading to the hilltop Baita Temple for a 
moment of tranquillity.

Explore the National Palace Museum, then

Our tours span the length and breadth of China, taking you through a variety of regions and 
climates. Depending on the time of year and your chosen route, you may experience two or more 
seasons in a single journey. For those travelling across the country, the best times to visit are during 
spring (March to May) and autumn (September to November), when the weather is comfortable and 
the landscapes are at their most vibrant.

Beijing
Beijing’s climate, like the city itself, is ever changing. 
Winter is cold, but with crisp blue skies and fewer visitors. 
Spring and autumn are the most popular times to visit as 
the weather is warmer but with cloudier skies. 

Shanghai
Shanghai’s weather can be split into four distinct seasons – 
a warm spring, a hot and rainy summer, cooler weather in 
autumn and a cold winter. Being next to the sea, Shanghai 
experiences more rain than the rest of China.

Xian
Xian experiences a hot and rainy summer, a cold, clear and 
dry winter, and short rain showers in spring and autumn. 
Xian’s weather is generally pleasant year round.

Chengdu
Chengdu’s weather is characteristically foggy and humid, 
with a long and warm spring; a short and hot summer, a 
cool autumn and a cold winter. July and August are the 
rainiest months.

Guilin
Guilin’s southern location blesses it with mild weather on 
average. Spring is hot, while summer is rainy, humid and 
foggy. Autumn is cool and pleasant, and winter can be 
breezy with occasional drizzle during the rainiest months.

Zhangjiajie
Zhangjiajie has four distinct seasons. Summers are 
warm and rainy, while winters are cool and snow can be 
expected. Spring and autumn are the most pleasant times 
to visit, offering misty mountain scenery that inspired the 
floating peaks.

Hong Kong
Hong Kong’s subtropical location means it experiences 
pleasant temperatures year round. Spring is warm and 
humid, summer is hot and rainy, autumn is sunny and 
clear, and winter is cooler and dry.

Lhasa’s altitude is the main factor influencing its climate. 
With cold winters and mild summers, the valley that it sits 
in protects it from more extreme weather.

Q.	Where can I find detailed tour information? 
A. Before booking, please read the Detailed 
Tour Itinerary for your chosen tour, available 
on our website. Here you’ll find everything you 
need to know, from time spent on your feet and 
journey times to accommodation standards. Final 
documents including a day-by-day itinerary, hotel 
list, flight tickets, visa (if applicable) and travel 
guide will be sent two weeks before departure. 

Q.	Do I need travel insurance? 
A. Your protection and safety are our main priority. 
That’s why having adequate travel insurance is a 
condition of booking with us for all the destinations 
you plan to travel to.

A. When you make your booking, we will advise 
you on the latest visa requirements for your 
destination.

China – British Citizen and Irish passport holders 
can currently enter China visa-free for stays of up  
to 30 days for travel completed by 31 December 
2026. 

For tours travelling in 2027 and 2028, the cost 
of your visa is included in the price of your tour 
(British and Irish passport holders only). Should 
the visa-free policy be extended, this amount will 
be deducted from your total holiday price. Please 
check our website for the latest information. 

Q.	What vaccinations do I need? 
A. Wendy Wu does not give specific health advice, 
but we do recommend you see your doctor at least 
six weeks prior to travel for advice and to allow 
time for any necessary vaccinations. 

Q.	How fit do I need to be? 
A. All of our group tours are assigned a Physical 
Rating, with the specific requirements for each 
tour clearly outlined in the Detailed Tour Itinerary 
on our website. Please don’t hesitate to contact us 
for advice.

Q.	When is the best time to visit? 
A. China, Central Asia, Mongolia and Taiwan 
are destinations for all seasons, each offering 
something unique throughout the year. As a general 
guide, Spring (Mar–May) and Autumn (Sep–Nov) 
are ideal across most of China and Taiwan, with 
pleasant temperatures and stunning landscapes. 
Mongolia and Central Asia can drop well below 
freezing in winter, making April to October the most 
comfortable time to visit.  

As our tours cover vast and varied regions, you 
may find yourself journeying through more than 
one season along the way, so come prepared for all 
weathers. 

Q.	As a single traveller, will I have to pay a 
single supplement? 
A. We have several options to suit solo travellers.

If 
you’d prefer to join a standard departure, you can 
add the single room supplement for a room of your 
own. Alternatively, our ‘Happy to Share’ option will 
match you with a same-gender travel companion, 
removing the supplement entirely. Please note that 
‘Happy to Share’ requests must be made more than 
75 days before departure. 

Q.	Will I have a guide with me throughout my 
trip? 
A. Yes – on any group tour of 10 or more 
passengers, a dedicated National Escort will 
be with you from the moment you arrive to the 
moment you depart. Smaller groups of less than 
10, Private Tours and Short Stays are looked after 
by our expert local guides at every location.  

Q.	What is the maximum luggage allowance on 
your tours? 
A. If your tour includes domestic flights or train 
journeys, your main suitcase or backpack must not 
exceed 20kg, with a 5kg limit for hand luggage, 
in line with local transport regulations. If your tour 
does not involve domestic flights or trains, your 
baggage allowance will follow your international 
airline’s policy, though we recommend packing only 
what you can comfortably carry. 

Q.	Will I know which hotels I will be staying at? 
A. Every hotel on our tours has been hand-picked 
for its comfort, amenities and location. You’ll mainly 
stay in four-star properties, though we occasionally 
choose a characterful lodge or three-star-plus hotel 
where it adds something special to the experience 
or opens up a more unique destination. A sample 
hotel list is available on each tour page on our 
website, with your confirmed hotels included in 
your final documents. 

Q.	What size are your tour groups? 
A. Our Classic tours average around 20 passengers 
with a maximum of 28, while our Go Beyond tours 
and Solo Departures are smaller, averaging 14 with 
a maximum of 18. You may cross paths with other 
Wendy Wu Tours groups at some destinations. 

Q.	Do you run guaranteed departures? 
A. Group tours are guaranteed to run subject to a 
minimum of 10 passengers. We will endeavour to 
run groups of a smaller size with local guides only if 
viable to do so. 

Q.	Can special requests be arranged? 
A. For dietary requirements, special occasions or 
any other requests, please let us know at the time 
of booking and we’ll do everything possible to 
help. While we can’t guarantee every request, we’ll 
always do our best to accommodate you. 

Q.	Do you allow children on your tours? 
A. Children aged 12 and over are welcome on 
all group tours. For younger children, our Private/
Tailormade Holidays are suitable for all ages. 

Q.	When are Chinese public holidays? 
A. The Chinese New Year holiday runs from 6–11 
February 2027 and 26 January–1 February 2028. 
The Labour Day public holiday falls around 1 
May in both 2027 and 2028, typically extending 
to a 4–5 day break. The National Day Golden 
Week takes place from 1–7 October each year. 
Celebrations last for several days and during 
this time, some businesses will be closed. Tour 
attractions will be open, but may be crowded. 

Q.	What currency should I take to China? 
A. The currency in China is the Chinese Renminbi 
(RMB), also known as Yuan (CNY). Whilst cash 
and card payments are accepted in some stores, 
it is mobile payment apps, namely WeChat and 
Alipay, that are widespread throughout the country, 
from metropolitan department stores to the rural 
market stalls.

Make sure you have sufficient funds for personal 
expenses such as drinks, entrance fees, and 
souvenirs.

BEFORE YOU TRAVEL

Q.	What sort of transportation is included? 
We use a mix of transport to make the most of your 
journey. 

Air: Internal flights are based on economy class, 
with reputable local airlines. 

Road: Coaches with air conditioning are used on 
our group tours for city sightseeing, short excursions 
to the countryside and longer transfers where 
necessary. On Classic tours we also operate a 
seat-and-a-half policy on coaches, giving you extra 
space and comfort throughout. In rural Mongolia, 
we use 4WD land cruisers to comfortably navigate 
the terrain. On our Private/Tailormade Tours, we use 
vehicles suitable for the size of the party. 

Rail: Most tours in China include bullet train 
travel, with second-class seats included unless 
stated otherwise. Trains have western-style toilets 
throughout along with a food cart selling basic 
snacks and drinks. 

River: Some tours include cruises, from large 
ships on the Yangtze to smaller boats on the Li 
River, Grand Canal and West Lake. You’ll need 
to be comfortable boarding and disembarking 
independently, as handrails and assistance may not 
always be available. 

Q.	Which cabins are used on the Yangtze River 
cruise vessels? 
A. We use outward facing en-suite cabins equipped 
with a balcony. Please visit page 144 for more 
details about the Yangtze River cruise.  

Q.	How does the tipping system work on your 
tours? 
A. Tipping is expected throughout Asia (excluding 
Japan), but knowing when and how much can 
be tricky. For your convenience, Wendy Wu Tours 
operates a kitty system on group tours where 
your National Escort manages everything on your 
behalf, ensuring amounts are fair for local people 
and stress-free for you. The contribution is stated 
on each tour page and confirmed in your final 
documents. 

Any additional tipping is entirely at your discretion 
– restaurant staff, porters and river guides always 
appreciate a personal thank-you for exceptional 
service. For groups of fewer than 10, contributions 
will be slightly higher. On Private Tours and 
Extensions, we recommend allowing £10 per 
person, per day. 

Tipping in China can be paid in cash or via mobile 
payment app.

Q.	Are meals included?  
A. On our Classic tours, all meals are included, 
from dinner on your first evening right through to 
breakfast on your departure day. For Go Beyond, 
Private Tours and Short Stays, included meals are 
detailed in your itinerary. Drinks are not included 
on any tour. 

Throughout your journey you’ll enjoy a wonderful 
variety of local dishes, with occasional Western 
options, typically served at local restaurants. In 
more remote areas, menus may be simpler but no 
less authentic.  

Q.	Is tap water safe to drink? 
A. We strongly recommend drinking bottled water 
only throughout your trip. 

Q.	Will my luggage be carried for me? 
A. Luggage transfers from coach to hotel lobby are 
included on all group tours. Train station platforms 
are accessible via lifts and escalators, though you 
will need to carry your own bags on and off trains. 
Your National Escort will assist where possible, and 
local porters can be hired at most stations. 

Q.	What are the tour hours? 
A. Tours generally start at around 8am and end 
shortly after your evening meal. Occasionally an 
earlier start is required to meet a flight departure or 
to visit a sight at its very best. 

Q.	Are there any optional excursions? 
A. Our Classic tours include full days of sightseeing, 
so you can experience all the must-see sights 
and create unforgettable memories. Occasionally, 
when time permits, we may offer an After-Hours 
Experience, such as evening show, for those who 
want a little extra excitement. These experiences 
are not mandatory, will be outlined in your final 
documents, and can be paid for locally in cash (or 
mobile payment app in China). 

On your Yangtze River cruise, a daily shore 
excursion is included, with an optional additional 
excursion available locally, subject to river 
conditions. 

Q.	Are there shopping opportunities on your 
tours? 
A. China and Central Asia offer some of the world’s 
most colourful and rewarding shopping experiences, 
from silk mills, spice bazaars, hand-woven carpets 
and intricate ceramics. We build time into our 
itineraries for local exploration, and your National 
Escort will be happy to help you find the best spots 
and negotiate a good price. As always, enjoy the 
experience and shop wisely. 

Q.	Who will I be travelling with?  
A. Our groups are made up of like-minded travellers 
from the UK, Ireland, Australia and New Zealand, 
typically ranging in age from 40 to 65 – though 
passengers of all ages travel with us. What 
everyone has in common is a love of travel and 
adventure. 

Q.	Can I access the internet and my usual apps 
in China?  
A. Internet access is available throughout China, 
though some Western apps and platforms are 
blocked due to government restrictions, including 
Google services (Gmail, Google Maps), Facebook 
and WhatsApp. Some travellers choose to 
download a VPN (Virtual Private Network) before 
departure to access blocked apps, though we 
strongly advise researching the legal implications 
as VPN usage is subject to Chinese government 
regulations. eSIM providers such as Airalo offer 
built-in VPN capabilities.
